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iated” or “associated” members of any Inn, but they do
not, at the end of the Fraternity’s Centennial year, quality
to become officers or 10 be recorded on the rolls of the Inns
or on the official listing at the Central Office.

By resolution the Bahamas Convention recommended
a Phi Delta Phi distinguished service award to be given to
alumni members who deserved them. The first such award
was accepted by L. G. Balfour. That choice was a good
one as were the election choices made by the delegates in
the last business session of the Convention. Ben Small
became President, Francis Fairley, Vice-President, and
Robert L. Young, Q. C. (Osgoode ’37), of Toronto, On-
tario, Canada, the President of Province XV, was unani-
mously elected Council Member. Immediate Past Presi-
dent Haynes became Chief Justice of the Court. Finally
stepping down for good to make way for Haynes was G.
W. Parker, who had been off the Court for 13 days in 1963
during Bill Jarnagin’s short tenure as Chief Justice. When
the Convention ended on the 9th of September the dele-
gates wended their way home, and the Chateau Frontenac
closed up completely until the strike was terminated.

The next two-year period of the Fraternity’s growth
between Conventions saw Michael R. Klein of Bryan Inn
at Miami of Florida win the 1966 Graduate of the Year
Contest and Richard M. Robinson from Cockrell Inn at
Florida emerge victorious in 1967. The 1966 National
Moot Court Champions from Columbia included a Story
Inn Phi Delta Phi in their ranks, James E. Akers, The
ALSA elected as its Presidents for 1965-1966 and 1966-
1967, Richard T. Schisler (Hamilton *66) of Cincinnati
Law School and John P. Hederman (7aft ’67) of St. John’s
Law School, respectively. As the Fraternity prepared to
return to Miami Beach and the Deauville for the 38th
General Convention after an interlude of eight years, it
remained in top shape.

The 38th General Convention

The second Convention at the Deauville was called to
order on September 5, 1967, and the welcome address was
presented by Law Dean Frederick D. Lewis (Langdell
'48). Past President Hervey responded on behalf of the
visiting delegates. Secretary Jarnagin reported that the
services of the Fraternity to its members continued to
expand during the past biennium. Notable accomplish-
ments were the preparation of a revised Inspection Manu-
al for use by the Province Presidents, and the introduction
of a new Phi Delta Phi Hospital Money Plan Insurance
Program, as well as improvements in the Professional
Liability and Group Life Insurance Programs.

Secretary Jarnagin also reported that the financial posi-
tion of the Fraternity was improved. The Operating Fund
showed a net income of over $15,000 despite the fact that
the Court of Appeals had denied the application of the
Council, subsequent to the 37th Convention, for the trans-
